We are a popular, successful small community school with a capacity of 30 pupils 

per school year group from Reception class up to year 6. Being a community 

school, we enjoy strong links with local businesses and high schools.  

 

Classrooms are arranged around a lar ge, well -resourced hall.  We benefit from a 

fully resourced library, computer suite and two quiet rooms where small group work 

can take place.  Our classrooms are located on a single storey within one building. 

The school has very pleasant, spacious ground s, with a mix of sports pitches and 

hard surface playgrounds which contain large play equipment for both younger 

and older pupils.  A seating area between the playgrounds has been established as 

a ôquietõ area and we have built a small amphitheatre. There is a securely fenced 

area for the use of the very youngest children, which has been extensively 

developed. We are proud of our wildlife story telling garden and take part in 

exciting outdoor learning as a ôForest Schoolõ in land adjacent to our grounds.

PROSPECTIVE PARENTS 

We welcome visits to our school by prospective parents. Appointments can be 

arranged through our school office where our team captains will show you around 

their school. The headteacher will be delighted to meet you.   

 

1.Starting School For The First Time  

Children are offered a place full time in the September following their 4 th birthday.   

 

If a place is required at this school an application must be made to Planning and 

Admissions  and you will be officially informed if you are to be offered a place by 

the Authority, by the end of April, prior to your child starting school in September.   

 

There is no guarantee of a place for children living in the priority admission area.  

In the event of over oversubscription places will be allocated using the following 

criteria in the order given:  

 

1. Looked after children.  

2. Children with a sibling attending the school.  

3. Children living in the priority admission area.  

4. Remaining applications.  

 

Key stage 1 and Foundation Stage classes can legally only have a maximum of 30 

children.  

 

In the event of oversubscription within any of the above criteria, priority will be 

determined by straight line distance from home to school, those living closest be ing 

given the highest priority, this it dealt centrally by Planning and Admissions at Essex 

County Council. www.essex.gov.uk/admissions .

THE NEW CURRICULUM 
 

We are keen for our children to want to learn, to love to learn and to have the skills 

required for lifelong learning.  The whole school community has come together and 

worked over an extensive period of time to create a brand new, exciting, 

challenging and stimulating curriculum which will be ideal for developing the 

children into enthusiastic, resilient and interested lea rners. We believe our 

curriculum is relevant, engaging, broad, balanced and holistic so pupils are 

equipped for life and can succeed in the 21 st Century. It also enables children to 

enjoy a wide range of spiritual, moral, cultural and social experiences an d act to 

reflect our treasured values of commitment, aspiration, respect and enjoyment.  

 

Through our curriculum we aim to help pupils to:  

  

¶ develop as effective local, national and global citizens  

¶ develop lively, enquiring minds that encourages lifelong l earning; the ability 

to question and argue rationally, to work with imagination and a sense of 

purpose  

¶ strive for excellence in everything they do  

¶ develop confidence and resilience to meet challenges without fear of failure  

¶ set high expectations and achiev e high standards  

¶ build effective partnerships for learning  

We believe that everything that goes on within the school, whether inside or outside 

the classroom forms part of our curriculum.  

 

Our curriculum meets national requirements for children aged unde r five years 

(Early Years Foundation Stage), aged five to seven years (Keystage 1) and aged 

seven to eleven years (Key Stage 2). Work is differentiated according to the 

childrenõs ability and tailored programmes of work are provided for children with 

speci al educational needs and other vulnerable groups.   
 

Reception/Foundation Stage Class  

Three Prime Areas of Learning  

Communication and language development involves giving children opportunities to 

speak and listen in a range of situations and to develop their confidence and skills in 

expressing themselves.  
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Physical development  involves providing opportunities for young children to be active and 

interactive, and to develop their co -ordination, control, and movement.  Children learn the 

importance of physi cal activity, and to make healthy choices in relation to food.  

 

Personal, social and emotional development  involves helping children to develop a 

positive sense of themselves and others; to form positive relationships 

and develop respect for others; to de velop social skills and learn 

how to manage their feelings; to understand appropriate behavior 

in groups; and to have confidence in their own abilities.  

Four Specific areas of learning  

 

Literacy development involves encouraging children to read and write, both through 

listening to others reading, and being encouraged to begin to read and write themselves.  

Children will be given access to a wider range of reading materials ð books, poems, and 

other written materials, to ignite their interest.  

 

Note: a cruci al part of this is taking books home as part of our ôHome-Schoolõ Partnership 

approach to reading where both teaches and parent work together help children to read.  

 

Mathematics  development involves providing children with opportunities to practise  and 

improved their skills in counting numbers, calculating simple addition and subtraction 

problems, and to describe shapes, spaces and measures.  

 

Note: Much of this work is done using practical equipment and learning a wide range of 

contexts, for example  through play, rhymes, both indoor and outdoor learning.  

 

Understanding of the world  involves guiding children to make sense of their physical world 

and their community through opportunities to explore, observe and find out about people, 

places, technology  and the environment.  

 

Expressive arts and design  involves supporting children to 

explore and play with a wide range of media and materials, 

as well as providing opportunities and encouragement for 

sharing their thoughts, ideas and feelings through a vari ety of 

activities in art, music, movement, dance role play, and 

design and technology.  

 

Much of the learning experienced in the Foundation class will 

be through focused and meaningful play and practical 

activities. Children will learn to communicate their ideas both orally 

and on paper. A variety of activities will run throughout the day(s) allowing the teacher to 

provide for different needs and abilities and work closely with the children as they learn. 

The early Years Foundation Stage has a secure outdoor  area where there are plenty of 

stimulating materials for the children to explore and will be able to use the story garden 

and forest schools area for an exciting learning experience.  

  

Years 1 to 6  

The New  Beehive Curriculum (which includes all the requir ements of the  National 

Curriculum 2014) is taught from Years 1 -6.  
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Core Subjects : 

English,  Mathematics and Science  

 
Foundation Subjects : 

Art, Computing,  Design & Technology, Geography, History, Languages (French) at KS2,  

Music and Physical Education.  

 

 

Religious Education  is provided in line with the Essex  County agreed 

syllabus and includes the study of the worldõs main faiths. 

 

Personal, Social, Cultural , Health and Emotional  education is also 

taught.  
 

 

Year 1 and 2 (Keystage 1 or infants)  

Many of the strategies for teaching and learning are continued from foundation stage into 

year 1 and 2. Practical activities, discussion and opportunities to take part in individual, paired 

and group tasks still take place. Children will become more indepe ndent, listen attentively, ask 

and answer questions, respond to complex instructions and be able to find and use equipment 

appropriate for their tasks.  
 

Year 3 -6 (Keystage 2 or juniors)  

Throughout , the junior school  children will become more independent le arners  and should be 

able to sustain concentration for longer periods of time. They will be actively involved in 

setting their own targets and will increasingly be able to identify areas that they need to work 

on to improve achievement.

ASSESSMENT  

When children first start school in the Early Years / Reception class they are assessed mainly 

through observations. From September this year, we will also carry out new baseline 

assessments using a government approved programme. From the se, we are able to develop a 

programme of study most suitable for each child.  From then on teachers regularly assess 

childrenõs progress in order to plan the most appropriate work for them.  End of year 

observational assessments take place at  the end of the Reception year against the Early 

Learning Goals, and a summary of this is given to the parents in an ann ual written report.  

Ongoing assessments are carried out in the other primary years  which are used to inform the 

next steps of learning for the children .  Teachers work with the c hildren to formulate 

personal targets and these are shared and discussed with parents.  

 

In May, Years 2 and 6 sit their national assessments ð SATs , and because of this,  no 

authorised absence will be granted during May and September.  
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New Assessment criteria to assess in line with the new curriculum have been 

devised by the school and all children will be  assessed against the age related 

expectations and performance indicators in all subjects.  
 

 

CHILDREN WITH SPECIAL NEEDS  

 

Beehive Lane is fully committed to Inclusion.  (ôReleasing the Potential Within Allõ) 

 

Many children, at some time in their school life , experience a special need in their learning. 

This may be because a child is not keeping pace with the rest of their peer group, because 

they are in advance of their peer group or because of a physical need.  The school gives these 

children support by pro viding an individual educational plan and additional help. There are 

times when we request extra help and advice.  Advice may come from many sources and 

outside agencies and these may include:  

¶  Special advisory teachers  for : 

ü the hearing and visually impair ed,  

ü children with complex learnin g or emotional  diffic ulties  

ü  those with speec h and language deficiencies  

ü  children wh o are exceptionally able  

ü those with  English as an additional language.  . 

 

¶ The Health Service - speech therapy, general health problems and routine health checks, 

school nurse drop in sessions, Education Welfare Officer.  

¶ The Educational Psychologist.  

 

Learning Support assistants are an integral part of pupilsõ learning and work closely with pupils 

who have identified needs.  Pupi ls on the Special Needs Register  have their own Individual 

Education Plans that are  reviewed regul arly with parents. There are separate parent 

consultation meetings for parents of children with special needs.   

 

The new school information on special needs provision i s on our website. The new 

arrangements for SEN are in place in line with the new regulations 2014 , which include 

ôOne Plan Meetingsõ and reviews which are conducted in partnership with pupils, parents, 

staff and specialists (as required) . Please  look at ou r website for more details and  do not 

hesitate to contact us for more information if required.

Sex Education  
Sex education  is part of the Personal, Social and Health E ducation syllabus but is also covered 

with science lessons involving lifecycles. The governing body has agreed that formal aspects of 

sex education will be taught throughout the primary years in a structured and sensitive way. 

Parents are given the opportunity to discuss this with the class teacher and view DVD 

materials used to support learning within this area before use in class. A copy of our school 

policy is readily avail able if more detail is required.  

 

Sport  
As part of the PE curr iculum all children are taught a wide range of  skills  

including ball, gymnastic and dance skills  during the year. They are able to 

take part in small team games within class lessons. The school has a wide 

variety of sporting clubs and we take part in local 

competitions when ever  possible. We enter many 

other competitions including ômini olympic festivalsõ, ôsuperstarsõ, 

ôdistrict sportsõ and various other competitions linked to our 

surrounding partner schools.  We also hold several internal sporting 

competitions.  

 

We hold two types of sports day.  

1. A competitive event where children choose two races to ta ke part in and compete for 

their colour team. Parents are invited to watch this.  
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2.  A multi -skills morning where all children compete against each other to score points 

performing different sporting skills such as throwing a foam javelin, jumping the 

furthes t etc.  

During Years 3 and 4,  children are taken across to Great Baddow High School Sports Centre 

to take part in half hour swimming lessons taken by qualified swimming instructors.  The school 

is in receipt of Sport Premium Grant and details of this and it s impact can be found on the 

website.

 In addition to our choir and national curriculum music activities, 

Essex Music Services offer keyboard lessons at a cost.
